1. The offer of Jesus still stands today: He wants to come into your life.  Even if 
you feel like you’ve ruined it, He offers redemption and hope.

2. When we set a place at the table for “the other”, we give Jesus an opportunity 
to bring hope, life and redemption to the lost, the broken, the hopeless through 
us.  This is an incredible privilege for us!

3. If you’ve forgotten your purpose and have been drawn to temporary things 
(becoming King or Queen of the Hill) like Zacchaeus was...

• Jesus offers you an identity and a destiny that is much more fulfilling than that.
• He offers you the table of fellowship and deep friendship as an alternative.
• He reaches beyond shame & brokenness and gives you hope for a fresh start.

To be rich in friendship and generosity is more life-giving and productive than 
trying to get ahead and fending only for oneself.
